TYLERS GREEN COMMON

Isis Cottage 
It was agreed that:

Elmshott Close Footpath into Kingswood 
As part of the Public Participation at the meeting, the Committee received a verbal representation from a resident of Hillside Road, setting out the concerns of local residents concerning the closure of the footpath at the bottom of Elmshott Close into Kingswood as a result of development.  It was noted that the matter had previously been referred to both Bucks County Council (Rights of Way Team) and Wycombe District Council (Planning).  
It was noted that a Village Voice article was anticipated in Spring 2011, calling for objections to be made to the footpath closure.
It was agreed that:
i. The Council be supportive, in principle, of the views expressed by residents;

ii. A letter be sent to the Elmshott Close Developer providing notification of the Council’s understanding that a likely challenge to the footpath closure from local residents was anticipated (to be copied to BCC Rights of Way, BCC Councillors, WDC Planning and WDC Councillors);  and

iii. The Committee Chairman be asked to liaise with local residents to ascertain what, in conjunction with Tylers Green Ward Members, could be arranged to facilitate a group of residents acting to oppose the footpath closure.
