WSP 11.001     
APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from D Johncock (Business).
WSP 11.002     
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were none.
WSP 11.003     SPEEDING - RAYS LANE

The committee noted the request from the Amenity Land Committee to arrange for a SID to be deployed at the site and once the results were known to consider possible inclusion in the council’s bid for Local Area Partnership funding. The SID has been ordered but building work in Rays Lane has prevented its deployment.
The committee will include the location as part of its 2011/12 review of signage on the Common.
WSP 11.004       ADOPTION OF FOOTWAY LIGHTING

The committee agreed that as a policy the council should not adopt any further footway lights and that the County Council and Paradigm Housing be advised of the decision in respect of the request in Rayners Close, Loudwater.

It was noted that this meant that BCC would adopt them at the same time as the road was adopted.
WSP 11.005         COMMUNITY PAYBACK

The committee received a verbal update on some of the recent projects undertaken by groups and the costs to the council.

The work undertaken is largely of an un-skilled, but highly labour-intensive nature and has added greatly to our ability to take on environmental enhancement projects which because of our staffing levels would not otherwise have been possible.

The major costs incurred by the council comprise providing mid-morning and mid-afternoon refreshments, the provision of safety work gloves and the replacement of damaged and broken tools. In the past two years this has totalled less than £1,000 while we have received in return about 4,000 hours of labour. A cost to us of about 25p an hour.
Materials for the work undertaken - paint and similar - were charged to the appropriate site committee being costs they would have had to bear in maintaining the assets involved. Materials for work not on a parish-maintained site were charged to the Third Party Working budget of the WS&P committee.

Members were satisfied that the benefit to the council and the community far outweighed the cost to us.

WSP 11.006          EQUIPMENT

After consideration of the need and likely benefits Members agreed to the purchase of a walk-behind flail at an approximate cost of £5,500; to be funded from the accumulated ear-marked equipment reserve for flails.
