SPORTS GROUNDS

Derehams Lane Sports Ground
Trial Bikes in Wood Adjacent to Derehams Lane Sports Ground 
The Committee received a presentation and demonstration by Mr C Hurworth (Wycombe & District Motorcycle Club) on the topic of Trial Biking.  
Following a vote (with three in favour, one against and four abstentions) it was agreed that:
i. on a one off initial trial basis, on receipt of an application, a single event permit for a Trial Bike event to be conducted by the Wycombe & District Motorcycle Club to be held in early May 2011 be granted; and
ii. the future use of the site for further Trial Bike events be considered at the Committee at its next meeting on 26 May 2011 following consideration by the Derehams Lane Sports Ground Working Group.
Proposed New Vehicle and Pedestrian Entrance 

The Committee received representations from a spokesperson of the Derehams Avenue Residents in attendance. It was noted that 8 individual objections had been received together with a signed petition by 21 residents (19 households) to the consultation proposals for Derehams Avenue entrances into the Sports Ground.  
It was agreed that:

the Derehams Lane Sports Ground Working Group be asked to reconsider proposals to improve access into the Derehams Sports Ground Site and to make new recommendations to the Committee at its next meeting on 26 May 2011.

Lease for Derehams Lane Sports Ground 

It was noted that the draft Lease between Loudwater Football Club and the Council was being prepared by the Council’s Solicitors for consideration at the Finance & General Purposes Committee on 17 March 2011.
Wycombe Croquet Club 
It was noted that the Wycombe Croquet Club had advised the Council that it no longer considered Derehams Sports Ground as a suitable location for its Club HQ and, therefore, the Derehams Sports Ground Working Group was free to consider future options for the site (especially, the MUGA area).
