Summer Knockouts 2011 - Competition Rules & Dates



	

	Qualification for Knockouts: Posted  22nd February 2011

	Players must be an annual 7 day member to enter the knockouts.  5 day members wishing to enter the knockout MUST be available for weekend play – and pay the relevant green fee.

Before players play their 1st match, they must have played in 3 handicap qualifying competitions in the previous 12 months..                                          Revised for 2011. To simplify entry requirements, entry is available to all members but they must have an active handicap on the first round date

Please refer to the notice board for information on qualifying competitions.

Away players must keep a list of qualifying competitions and changes to handicap up to date throughout the summer.

All competitors must play off their current handicap on the day.

No substitutions are permitted under any circumstance. 

Entry can only be made in the pro shop with the relevant fees.

Entry fee must be submitted to the pro-shop at the time of entry. Failure to submit entry fee will result in disqualification and the players will not be entered into the draw. The team fee must be paid for team events. 

You accept the rules as they stand as a condition of entry

The draws for the first round will be made on April 10th and posted at the club and on masterscoreboard, entries will be closed on that date

For 2011 the Mixed Foursomes is exclusively a mixed competition



	Scheduling Matches:

	Players have a responsibility to check there current handicap for the day and check the contact information they provided for themselves is accurate on the contact list, which will be posted on the Knockouts board. 

It is the joint responsibility of each player to arrange match dates; where a contact number is not provided for singles matches  it is that players responsibility to contact the other player. The same applied for pairs where both contact numbers are unavailable for the team

During the 2 weeks after the start of the competition, or after completion of the previous round the onus is on PLAYER 1 to attempt contact with PLAYER 2.  

During the 3rd week after the start of the competition, or after completion of the previous round the onus is on PLAYER 2 to attempt to make contact with player 1.  

If attempts to schedule a match have been unsuccessful, either player must contact the Competitions Committee two weeks prior to the specified date for the completion of the round.  Should the committee find that the failure to schedule a match was due to one player the match will be awarded to the other. Both teams may be struck out if the committee is not contacted.



	Completion of Matches:

	All matches must be completed by the specified dates – any matches not completed by the specified date for each round will be void and will result in disqualification for one or both teams/players. 

The winner of the match must record the results on the sheet on the notice board, by the date specified for completion of that particular round. If the result is not recorded both teams will be struck out of the competition 

As requested in a recent survey, the rounds completion dates are now in line with month ends (where permitting) for easy memory

	All players will be entered into the 1st Round of the Competition.

Winners of the 1st round will continue in the Knockout Competition. Competitors knocked out in the 1st round will be entered into a Plate Knockout Competition.

Competitors will not be permitted to employ the services of a caddy during the knockout stages of the competition. However players competing in the Finals and Play-Off can employ a caddy - who must not be a professional.




	Handicaps: 

	Maximum Handicaps: Men: 28 / Ladies: 36.  

Singles:  
Full difference between the handicaps of the players.

Better Ball:  
¾ of the difference from the lowest handicapped player.

Mixed Foursomes:  
½ of the combined difference.



	Standard Scratch Score Adjustments:

	If the ladies' Standard Scratch Score (SSS) is higher than the men's SSS, the difference is added to the handicap of each lady. If the men's SSS is higher than the ladies' SSS, the difference is subtracted from the handicap of each lady. For the relevant course and tees at High Legh Park, the table below applies:

Mens:  Back Blue    



SSS =  71

Ladies: Red



SSS =  71

SSS adjustments must be made before any handicap allowance (e.g. ¾) calculation. All players shall play off the men’s card (par and stroke indices).

For holes 8, 9,13,14 Founders course Men play from the Back Blue Tees.
