WINTER LEAGUE 2010 – 2011

RULES & INFORMATION
Format:  The format for the Winter League Competitions continues as previous years. Due to the shorter days and the experiences we had last winter we may elect to vary the competition formats accordingly. However, it will consist of 10 rounds and two finals. Every round will consist of a Pairs competition although the Finals will be Betterball Stroke play. The preliminary details of the rounds are included in this document. 

The first 60 teams entered and paid for will definitely be included in the Winter League, so please sign up and pay entry fees early. Depending upon the number of teams entered by the closing date, the exact formats will be decided and advertised and any changes advise. Please check here at the start

Entry Fee:  £10 per pair, to be paid in the Pro shop, then your names will be entered on the entry sheet. The usual competition entry fee each Saturday will also apply. As always funds are held in the members fund by the competitions committee not the company thus they are fully protected

PLEASE NOTE – If Team Entry fees are NOT submitted to the Pro-shop, that Team will NOT be included in the Winter League.

NO Fee, No entry

Rounds:  There are TEN available that can be played ONLY on the designated Saturday competitions. Only rounds that have a markers card will qualify. No shows will incur a 10-point penalty on their final overall score, prior to the final rounds together with 3-match ban. The scheduled dates will not be cancelled or postponed unless the course is closed. The number of rounds may be reduced if weather dictates through the winter months

Please note that formats may be amended at short notice if weather or course conditions dictate. We will try to keep to the plan below, which hopefully will help all teams to make plans accordingly.

Results & Finals:  The results shall be compiled from the best six rounds played out of the ten. The top 12 teams (plus all teams with level points on twelfth place, after any point deductions) will enter the finals.  

The competition results and the Winter League standings will be posted in the clubhouse and on the club Internet Site after each winter league round.

For the finals each team will be awarded a OoM score (minimum 70) rising for each team in the final based on the average difference of average score percentage to the leader after the round stages.

E.g Each team going to the final have their average OoM score over best six rounds added together. Eg 845 (total of all averages for the 12 qualifying groups). Each teams average is divided by this to form a percentage. The winning team will then start with on OoM of 70, each group thereafter will start with 70 plus the different between the leaders and their own percentage

E.g winners average 66, last group average 72, 

66/ 845 = 7.8% , 60/845 = 7.1 %

Leader starts off 70, last group start off 70.7 (70 plus difference between 7.1 & 7.8)

The overall winners will be the group with the lowest total of OoM plus the net scores from the two final rounds. In the event of a tie  the lowest nett score of the final 2 will decide the result. Then by a card count back

Finals will be played in reverse order with the competitions committee booking the tee times

Substitutes: 3 are allowed during the league. Substitutes cannot be a member of another Winter League team. Substitutes will not be allowed for the finals. Only 1 substitute may be used per round and these must be recorded on the start sheet prior to the competition start.

Team Number: The Winter league team number must be recorded on the start sheet otherwise the competition results for that team and particular round will not count towards the winter league results.

Jurisdiction:
The competitions committee reserve the right in their management of the winter league, to amend the format or rules as required. Their decision being final.

Handicap Allowances:  Maximum Handicaps are 28 for Men and 36 for Ladies. Rounds shall be played off the appropriate handicap for the format of competition. Start sheets will specify the appropriate Ladies SSS compensation shot information if applicable. A review of handicaps will take place in early January 2011.

Rules:

All local rules apply

The competition committee common rules apply

Disputes must be addressed in writing to the competition organiser within 24 hours of the round completion

For each event all other competing Winter League teams below 30th position will be awarded 2 points each. Teams returning an NR will not score any OoM points for that round, towards the winter League points.

Qualifying Rounds:  For 2010 / 2011 the qualifying requirement is simplified to that of members with an active handicap on the round 1 date

Entry is considered to be acceptance of the rules and the decision of the competitions committee investigating any query is final.
