If you do apply for Council Housing, please be aware that demand for properties outstrips supply and we may not be able to offer you a property in your area of choice immediately. 

Council Housing: The Current Situation

Since the introduction of the Right to Buy in 1980, Broxtowe Borough Council has lost approximately 59.9% of its general needs housing stock to home ownership. The Council is currently losing approximately 100 properties a year through the Right to Buy.

In contrast to these declining stock levels, demand for Council Housing is increasing.  The number of applicants on the housing register for Council accommodation rose from 1399 in 2000/01 to 1777 in 2003/04. This represents a rise of 21%.

The Right to Buy has had a major impact in areas of high demand. The properties that the Council does still own have very low turnover rates. Examples of this include Kimberley where, of the 48 3 bedroom properties owned by the Council, 1 became available in 2003/04 and Bramcote where only 1 of the 51 3 bedroom Council properties became available. 

Other areas may be more accessible. For example, 18 of the 68 2 bedroom properties owned by the Council in the Princes Street area of Eastwood and 20 of the 136 2 bedroom Council properties in the Great Hoggett Drive area of Chilwell became available in 2003/04. If you are flexible with the areas you select on your application form, you may be allocated a property more quickly. The Council has produced leaflets on our stock levels and property turnover if you require any further information.

However, your best chance of renting a property quickly may well be in the private rented sector. The Council’s Deposit Guarantee Scheme may be able to help you if your landlord requires a bond or a month’s rent in advance.
