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Homicides

 Female victims 208 offences  –
· 35% killed by partner/ex partner or lover/ 

· 22% other family member
Male victims 555 offences  -  

· 6 % by partner/ ex-partner or lover.

· 11% other family member

· Over half of all homicides towards women in 2007 were by partners/ ex partners or family members

· 17 % homicides of men in 2007 were by partners/ ex partners or family members

Homicide suspects:

Where proceedings had concluded: 346 suspects were male and 48 female

Intimate Partner Violence

Key things to take into consideration when considering the data:

· Sexual assault from intimate partners and other types of domestic abuse are separated.

· Stalking is not included

· Self completion does not allow for exploration of the effect or impact of the violence or abuse – one indicator that this might be a gender differential is in the breakdown for ‘elements’ and specifically threats.

· There is no breakdown of who the perpetrators are so it isn’t clear where the relationships are heterosexual and same sex.

· Also ‘date’ is included for some of the breakdowns in the ‘other known’ category.  It isn’t clear how a date has been defined. For example – in sexual assault  statistics.
· Reporting statistics suggest that men and women report sexual assault and domestic abuse equally.
Overall 3 in ten women and 2 in ten men had experienced ANY domestic abuse since the age of 16 - These figures include family violence

· 27% of female victims had experienced two TYPES of intimate violence 6% all three types (not including sexual abuse)
· 21% of men have experienced intimate partner violence – two TYPES – 2% all three

TYPES are defined as:
· Any Domestic abuse

· Partner abuse

· Family abuse

· Sexual assault

Extent;

Women were more likely than men to have experienced intimate violence across ALL types (partner abuse, family abuse and sexual assault)
Since the age of 16:

· 27% of women and 17 % of men reported experiencing partner abuse. (not including sexual)

· 10% women 8% men – familial abuse (non sexual)

· 23% women 3 % men – sexual assaults 
In the last year 3% women and less than 1% men had experienced sexual assault by intimate partner

Reporting:

· 5% of women and 4% men had reported the intimate partner violence in the last year.

Multiple and repeat victimisation:

· Multiple victimisation – experience of more than one type of intimate partner violence

· Repeat victimisation – being a victim of a specific type of intimate partner violence more than once

Multiple victimisation: 

Women more likely than men to experience more than one type of intimate violence since 16:

66% one type only

27% two types

6 % - all three types

Men:

76% - one type

21% - two types

2% - all three

Repeat Victimisation

How many times in the last 12 months:

45% of victims of sexual assault – repeat victims

39% victims of partner abuse – repeat victims

Women more likely than men to be repeat victims and to experience more frequent levels of abuse

44% women experience dv in past 12 months – repeat victims

32% men

18% women – 6+ instances of partner abuse

11% men

Sexual assault:

Female victims of serious sexual assault the perpetrator was in 53% a partner

40% of all victims of serious sexual assault since 16 had told no-one

11% told the police of their most recent experience

Men and women were equally likely to report their experience of serious sexual assault.

Common risk indicators:
· Younger men and women reported (16 – 24) higher levels of victimisation than older age groups

· Women who ere separated reported particularly high level of any domestic abuse (QUERY who from??-ex partner?)
· Social - Economics – is a factor – women living in households with an income of less than 10,000 at particularly high risk (13%)

· Little variation in risk of any domestic abuse by ethnic group or area type i.e. rural/ urban.

Adults most at risk:

· Female separated

· Female in single adult/ child house

· Male in single/ adult / child house

· Female in household with income less than 10,000

· Female divorced

· Female age 16-19

· Female student

· Female living in the social rented sector

Declining risk with age

Having a limiting disability or illness was strongly associated with non sexual family abuse for women but NOT for men

Prevalence of element table 3.02- significant difference between male and female experience of domestic violence
Since 16:

Non physical abuse:

· 11.2 % men – 18.8 % women had experience non-physical abuse – specific differences:

Of these:

· 12.7 % women had been repeatedly belittled so they felt worthless as opposed to 4.1 % men

· 10.1 % women felt frightened by threats – 1.3% men

Force:

· 10.0 – men/ 17.9 % women

Minor (pushes, slapped, held down) - 

· 4.6 men/ 14 % women

Severe :

· Kicked, bit or threw something at you – men 6.9%/ 9.3% women  (classifying threw something at you in severe – could lead  a discrepancy in severity ratings?)
· Choked or tried to strangle – 0.5 % men/ 4.8 %women

· Threatened you with a weapon – 1.5% men/ 2.7% women

· Threats to kill – 0.6 % men/ 3.4 % women

· Some other force – 1.6 men/ 5.0 women
