Housing Association Accommodation

Housing Associations are independent, non-profit making organisations. They have charitable status, are managed by Management Committees employing staff and they work to national guidelines. The tenancies they give are usually long term and offer tenants considerable protection, though rents are generally slightly higher than the Council.  Housing Associations work closely with Local Authorities to provide accommodation for people in housing need. If you are on Housing Benefit, this will cover the rent for a Housing Association property.
 

What sort of properties do they have?

There are several Housing Associations who manage properties within Broxtowe. They vary in size, and some manage hundreds of properties.  The largest Housing Associations in Broxtowe include Derwent Housing Association and Leicester Housing Association.  Others are smaller and may provide specific types of accommodation e.g. for particular age or client groups. Associations have a variety of accommodation (usually unfurnished) including houses, flats, cluster accommodation and elderly person's sheltered properties. 
 

How do you apply for a property?

There are two ways of getting these properties:
1. By applying to them direct; each has its own waiting list and way of allocating their homes. You need to ask individual Associations to send you an application form and a copy of their allocations policy.
2. By being 'nominated' by the Council. This is done through your Council waiting list registration form, on which you can register your interest in Housing Association properties. 50% of Housing Association accommodation is allocated in this way and this ensures that for every 2 properties an Association allocates, 1 is offered to a Council nomination. You will need to meet the Housing Association's eligibility criteria, for example on household size and housing need.  
 
Housing Associations with properties within Broxtowe

The information provided about the properties available through each Housing Association should be taken as a guide only. Please contact the relevant Association if you require further information.

Sheltered Housing is generally reserved for those over a certain age, for example 55 or 60. Again, please contact the relevant Association if you require any further information.
