BWP’s Struggle Against Closure

The management committee has been proactive in highlighting the plight of BWP to a wide and, hopefully, influential audience.  We have contacted local councillors and local MPs outlining the risks the Project faces and asking for their voice in local and national government. Local Councillor Steve Carr has responded by offering £1000 to our funds and by delivering the BWP petition at a full council meeting in December 2010. We are in the process of arranging a meeting with Gloria de Piero, MP for Ashfield and the management committee, to explain the situation we are in and discuss ways she might help us. We have not been able to meet with Anna Soubry, the MP for Broxtowe.
 
In addition we have met with the Nottingham Evening Post who published an article about BWP's plight alongside the case study of one of our service users.
 
Some of us attended the Save Our Services rally in November and Hina , who also brought a fantastic banner, spoke to the crowds gathered next to the Market Square in Nottingham about the threat to BWP.  Andrea was interviewed by East Midlands Today at the same rally. The interview was shown on the evening news the same night.  Finally, we have seen the local GP practice-based commissioner to find out if there was any funding for domestic abuse through the new GP commissioning system.

Plans to find more signatories for the petition at the White Ribbon Campaign and at Eastwood market were thwarted by the weather!

Our mobile displays aim to challenge myths and prejudices about domestic violence, raise awareness of its extent and impact and provide practical information on help available in Broxtowe Borough.

The subjects covered are:

· Definition of domestic violence

· The effects of domestic violence on a woman’s physical and mental health

· Housing

· Local sources of help

· Broxtowe Women’s Project Survivors poems and creative writing (on one of our displays) 

The displays have been developed in an accessible way – with large fonts, powerful imagery and up-to-date information.  The displays are six by six foot lightweight, free standing folding boards suitable for reception areas, waiting rooms, libraries, schools and other indoor spaces.
