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Development of the Sloane Square area began when Sir Hans Sloane acquired 

the Manor of Chelsea in 1712 for a 'country retreat'. The composition of Sloane 

Square reflects this wonderful period in history. Houses and buildings in the area, 

many by Henry Holland, master builder and son-in-law of Capability Brown, are 

famous for their distinctive and progressive design and stonemasonry.
