1.THE ASSOCIATION SHALL BE CALLED “The Gillingham &istrict Angling Association Ltd.”, the
members of which shall be season ticket holder§fging in one of the following groups:

a) FULL MEMBERS, will be those residents within ttiefinitive map.
b) ASSOCIATE MEMBERS, will be those resident ouesttie definitive map.
c) A MEMBER leaving the area may continue to pag/tier subscription at the full member rate,

however if they end their membership, even for yeer, they must rejoin as an Associate member and p
at that rate as long as they reside outside thritile map area. This map can be inspected oficapion
to the secretary.

2. THE ANNUAL RATES OF SUBSCRIPTION are shown orgPa of this handbook and may be
varied from season to season after agreement attfieal General Meeting.
The categories are as follows:

a) Special Rate Junior aged 9 and 10.
b) Full Junior.11 to 16 but may opt to be a Sefriam 16" June as long as 16 before SeptemBer 1
¢) Associate Junior.
d) Full O.A.P/Lady.
e) Associate senior.
f) Full Senior.
h) Visitors Day Ticket.

Membership shall run from ¥6June to 18 June, the following year.

3. ANGLERS must take great care to avoid leavingkisaand nylon on the bank as discarded tackle
is a danger to grazing cattle and other wildlife.
4. ALL LITTER MUST BE TAKEN HOME. Failure to do seould result in disciplinary action

being taken by the Committee, and could ultimatesult in a ban from all Association waters. NO
TROUT to be kept in keepnets

5. RETURNING FISH: All fish must be returned to tivater; except Brown Trout, Rainbow Trout,
Grayling and Eels over takeable size (10 inchesf@j@nd Pike., which, at the recommendation of the
Committee be removed if they weigh less than 81bs.

6. ANY ONE BAG of takeable Trout must not exceerkéhfish.
7. MEMBERSHIP CARDS: Any person fishing, shall @guest, produce their membership card to
the Associations water bailiff or to any membeths# Association.

8. MEMBERS MUST NOT FISH on the sabamk or opposite bank within 20 yards of another

angler without first obtaining permission.

9. MEMBERS SHALL NOT be accompanied by a dog mfishing and shall do no damage to gates,
fences or disturb or interfere with any stock. rEhghall be no fishing from fields laid up for hay.

10. COLOURED MAGGOTS may be used only if NOT cokdiwith aniline dyes.

11. ALL FISH in Association waters are the propeatyhe Association, and may not be removed
unless permission has been granted by the Commiéteg person found taking fish illegally (with the
4
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exception of those mentioned under RULE 5) wilkbéject to prosecution.

12. NON-OBSERVANCE. The committee slhale full power. to deal with all cases of non-
observance of any of these rules, and may exp&ralyar or visitor from the Association, and mayateje
application for membership or visitors ticket ieththink fit. No plea of ignorance will be acceapfer the
breaking of any rule.

13. OLD AGE PENSIONERS may be accepted for menhiyeest a reduced rate, with the exception
of Associate O.A.P.s who come under the categoAssbciate Adults.

14. THAT LARGE FISH may be recorded, providing ttag verified by two adult witnesses, and be
returned alive to the water with the possible ekioepof those mentioned in RULE 5.

15. LOSS OR INJURY. The Association shall acceptasponsibility for personal loss or Injury to
any member or ticket holder fishing on Associatiater.

16. THE SECRETARY must be given 7 days mptic writing, of any proposition to be brought

before a General Meeting to amend the rules.

17. THE COMMITTEE SHALL CONSIST of ex-officio menebs and ten members voted in at the
Annual General Meeting, and the Committee shaletthe power to co-opt a member to fill any

vacancy that may occur at any time. Seven mendféhe Committee to form a QUORUM.

18. THE COMMITTEE IS EMPOWERED to introduce anyniésy regulations it thinks
necessary for the well being of any Associationewat

19. ANY COMMITTEE MEMBER who fails to attend threeiccessive meetings without
reasonable cause shall forfeit his seat, and tmen@ittee may co-opt a member to fill the vacancy.
20. MEMBERSHIP CARDS. Only members who can producerrent paid-up membership
card shall be eligible to fish in Association aests, either summer or winter fixtures..

21. ROD LICENCE All members and visitgtgll obtain an Environment Agency Licence before
fishing the Associations waters for coarse fisf@ut, and observe the statutory close seasoajds |
down by the E.A. at the time.

22. FREELANCE FISHING is not allowed on either banfla .stretch pegged for a match, on the day
of that match.(See membership cards for dates tftras.)

23. ALL MATCHES held on Association waters mustguhorised by the Committee before
being organised.

24. EXCHANGE BOOKS are held with the following ctub
