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      Miss Hannah Goacher 

On Friday 17th November, I drove the furthest I've 
ever driven on my own – to Norwich. I was 
representing the Leeds District at the annual 
Methodist Youth Conference (MYC). I was rather 
nervous because I didn’t know anyone there.  

After arriving at Chapel Field Road Methodist 
Church (getting a bit lost on the way), I registered 
and was shown where I would sleep – a floor in the 
primary school next door. It was then time to find 
something to eat before meeting people and 
learning a few things about the business meetings 
the next day. 

As a way of getting to know each other we played 
some games. In one game a person took hold of the 
end of a ball of string and threw the ball to 
someone that they were connected with – from the 
same district, or with the same colour hair - and 
then that person would do the same to someone 
else until everyone had hold of the string. This 
showed, that although we didn't know each other, 
we were all connected together in some way.  

We had to learn the rules of the meetings, known as 
Simple Steps, basically how debating and resolutions work. We were split into 
groups for the weekend with a Facilitator to explain things if we got confused.  

After finally making it to bed in the early hours, I managed to get a good six 
hours sleep on a hard floor in just a sleeping bag.  

Breakfast was 7 till 8.15 and the first business meeting at 8.30. We had a prayer 
and sang some worship songs, led by the band, and then to business. First we 
had a mock debate so that we knew what to do. The resolution was that we 
should change the language of Judges 9:27 to something more modern. Instead 
of, ‘And they went out into the fields, and gathered their vineyards’, it should 
be, ‘And they went to McDonald's for burgers and chips’. We discussed this in 
groups and people came up with amendments such going to an Indian for a 
curry. We suggested Oxfam and fair-trade chocolate to make it more Christian. 
Afterwards, we took a vote as to whether or not we should change the language

My Experience 
at MYC

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As we enter the season of Advent 
and approach the Christmas season 
our minds turn to all that we 
associate with the birth of Christ. 
Donkeys, angels, wise men and 
shepherds. Maybe our minds turn to 
glitter and Christmas trees as well – 
and why not? Perhaps our  thoughts 
recall the joy of singing familiar and 
well-loved Christmas carols - ‘In the 
Bleak mid-winter’, ‘O Come, all ye 

Faithful’ - or whatever our particular favourite is. 
Maybe, even, we look forward to the more secular songs 
that are associated with the season – ‘Winter 
Wonderland’, ‘I’m dreaming of a white Christmas’ and 
the like. I recall one December in Tonga, when the 
country was thrilled to have a visit from Prince Andrew. 
Janet and I were invited by the British High 
Commissioner to a reception for Prince Andrew that was 
to take place at the Tonga Naval Headquarters. The 
fleet of Tonga warships was home – both of them (!) – 
and they had been decked out in coloured lights and 
flags. At sunset we were to have the traditional evening 
ceremony that takes place on naval vessels around the 
world. The army had provided the band and played the 
evening hymn as Prince Andrew, accompanied by Prince 
‘Ata of Tonga, took the salute. And then came to final 
piece of music. A balmy evening in the tropics, a 
summer’s evening in the antipodes, coconut palms 
wafting in the gentle breeze, wave lapping at the shore, 
assembled men and women in summer attire… and the 
band playing ‘I’m dreaming of a white Christmas’. I 
guess that we probably were – but…! 

David Walker was a mission partner working in Tanzania. 
His particular work was to work with the local people, in 
the villages of the rural areas, to bring the gospel 
stories to life through drama. Whilst working on the 
Christmas story, David tells how one of the men, playing 
the part of a Shepherd, greeted Mary as ‘Mama Yesu’. 
This was a traditional Tanzanian greeting where a 
mother is given the honorary title of the name of her 
firstborn child. It was a common greeting, but the first 
time that David had heard it applied to the mother of 
Christ. In that address, though, was a beautiful address 
respecting and celebrating the intimate relationship 
between mother and child; earthing the wonder of the 
incarnation deep into the heart of the community. 

Sometimes particular cultures might re-present the 
traditional image of the incarnation through art. The 
Mafa people of Northern Cameroon decided that they 
wanted to have an African representation of the gospel. 
The paintings record several tableaux in which the 
villagers enacted Biblical scenes. Using local settings 
and artefacts, they depict the gospel in an African 
context. The painting shown here depicts the coming of 
the wise men to Jesus. In Africa, there is particular 
interest in the coming of the wise men. In the mind of 
the people of Cameroon, the wise men are believed to 
represent the seers and sages of the ancient world. 
These ‘men of power’ offer the tools of their trade to 
Christ, thus surrendering their power to the one who 

represents God who is all-powerful. This is important in 
a culture in which traditional religion’s rituals still have 
a hold on the lived of many people. 

So much of our Christmas traditions and images are 
received from our culture and heritage. It is good, is it 
not, that other cultures are beginning to incorporate 
their own cultural expression into the story of the 
incarnation. If the incarnation – the coming of God into 
the world – is to make sense then surely it is good that 

the recognition of it reflects the cultural expression of 
the whole world, every time and place and not just the 
European images of a previous generation. 

However you celebrate the holy season, whatever image 
excites you, whichever carol or song makes your 
Christmas, may it be, for you, a time of peace and joy. 

Blessings abound!

Our Church Family and Friends 

O little town of Bethlehem 

Kath Harwood (who frequently visits Bethlehem and Bethany) asks us to remember the Christians of Bethlehem. The 
very existence of the Christian community there is under threat with many moving away because of political and 
economic pressure exerted on the Palestinian Community of the West bank by the Israeli occupation. Three out of 
four Christians born in Bethlehem now live overseas. They are no longer the majority faith in the town where Jesus 
was born. The suffering has been made worse by the so-called ‘separation barrier’ - ‘the wall’ – declared illegal by 
the International Court of Justice. Kath suggests lighting a candle at 10pm on Christmas Eve (midnight in Bethlehem) 
to support our Christian friends there. 
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in the bible. As this was only a mock debate, we have 
not changed the bible. 

So after the mock resolution, we had some real ones to 
debate. Resolutions on youth forums, circuit youth 
teams and protecting the environment based on the 
Stern report. We heard a report from the European MYC 
and one from the World Methodist Council 2006. 

We argued 

After the break, we had a report on NCH about children 
in care and watched a DVD about a guy who had been in 
care and his experiences, and how we could help those 
who are in care. We discussed the Youth Conference 
Review that puts forward a new model for the way the 
conference will work in the future. We  argued for most 
of the day. There were a lot of opinions and we had 
quite a few heated discussions. We adjourned at lunch 
and carried on later in the afternoon. 

After lunch, there were workshops. I went to two: Youth 
Ministry and Interfaith. The Youth Ministry was very 
interesting and made me think about my faith quite a 
bit. Where do I see it going, and what is God wanting me 
to do? I learnt a lot about ministry within the Methodist 
Church, something that I might explore later. The 
Interfaith workshop was about how other faiths have 
some similarities in their teachings, and how we need to 
work together and not against each other. There has 
been a lot of conflict among different religions since the 
London Bombings, and we need to work closer together 
and build bridges. (February 2007 has been designated 
Interfaith month.)  

After the break, we had the hustings. This was where 
those who had been nominated for posts could go round 
three small groups and tell us about themselves, why 
they want to take on the post, and answer our 
questions. We then filled in a voting form and placed it 
in a ballot box. 

Back to business after a prayer when we continued with 
the review of MYC. A few amendments were made and 
then there were a lot of arguments about adjourning 
until Sunday so people could have a think about it, even 
though they’d had a week before the conference to do 
this. After ten minutes debate we decided to keep going 
so it would be out of the way. 

Speeches 

After this very long day it was time to get ready for our 
dinner with 'entertainment'. We all dressed up in our 
nicest clothes: suits for the guys, dresses and trouser 
suits for the girls, and waited until the extremely nice 
kitchen staff were ready to let us in. The church hall 
had been set out like a really nice restaurant. We all 
found tables with our new and old friends. Waiters and 
waitresses came round and served us. Pâté or cocktail to 
start, chicken, mash and a vegetable for main, a 
selection of desserts, cheese and biscuits, and then 
coffee and mints –  a really delicious  meal. For the 
entertainment, we had speeches by the President of 

(Continued from page 1) Conference, the President of MYC, and the Vice 
president of Conference. The President started by 
telling us some funny jokes, thanking us for a lovely 
time, and telling us about his life. Kevin Jones, the 
President of MYC, talked us through his year’s 
experience as President, the amazing but challenging 
journey he has had. He thanked everyone who helped 
him. After a lovely evening, it was either time for bed, 
or time to watch Mission Impossible 3. 

On Sunday morning the business 
began at 8.30. The reports included 
one from the Black Methodist Church 
Association. Then we discussed 
sexuality and faith, and continued 
with the climate change debate from 
yesterday. We had to adjourn this 
again so the church could be tidied 
for morning worship at 10.30. 

The morning service was a delight to 
be at. It was led by the Conference’s 
chaplain and another young minister. 
People from the conference did 
some readings and prayers and we 
had the handover to the new 
President and executive. We sang 
worship songs and 'traditional' hymns 
led by the band. It was slightly 
different from the services held at 
Oxford Place. People were very 
passionate about their faith and they 
showed it during the hymns and 
worship songs by clapping and 

dancing. It was nice to have a band playing. Hymns 
seemed to come alive and it was a very good 
experience. 

After morning worship with the congregation who 
worship there, we went for lunch and then had our final 
business session. We had a report from MRDF and 
continued with our discussion of climate change and 
how we can help improve it. We discussed youth 
numbers at MYC which seem to be falling and what we 
could do to improve that and discussed a communication 
forum so that District reps could find out what the youth 
in their district want representing at MYC. We discussed 
NCH and how we could help, and also safeguarding 
within the Methodist Church. We want there to be at 
least one trained person within the church so that young 
people can talk to them. As it stands, training is not 
compulsory in the Methodist church and we want that 
changing. We talked about Methodist schools and how 
few there are and that most secondary ones are private.  

After all that, it was time to say our goodbyes and go 
home – another long drive. 

I had a really good time and learnt a lot. I experienced a 
different style of worship and met like-minded young 
people. I've had my eyes opened to things around me 
and been made aware of issues I wasn't aware of before.

Visiting Worship Leader 

Emmaus Leeds is a charitable business 
which helps homeless people to help themselves, by 
providing a home and a supportive working environment. 
Over the past two years they have been working hard to 
raise the profile of the project with local churches, 
businesses, MPs and councillors.  

The second hand superstore is now well stocked with a 
variety of recycled household furniture, electricals and 
even bicycles! 

The Café serves breakfast and lunchtime specials, 
snacks and homemade cakes all day, has a children's 
menu and a tots corner. There is free car parking for 
customers and a modest charge for non-customers who 
can walk the short distance in to town. The superstore is 
also on the St. James's bus route ideal for a half day 
out! Everything they sell is given to them and then 
reconditioned by the companions to current safety 
standards in their workshop. Collections and deliveries 
can be arranged to all Leeds postcodes. 

Each companion has their own comfortable room with 
bathroom, and their own space whilst living and working 
in the community. At Emmaus everyone is accepted for 
who they are now, not judged on what they might have 
been, just as the Christian church also aspires to. There 
are no conditions as to length of stay so a person may 
stay for a few days or indefinitely depending on their 
current needs. Emmaus is a way out of the humiliation 
of homelessness; a way that offers hope, care, a future, 
and a "family" environment. Companions must sign off 
primary benefits and agree to work a full-time 40-hour 
week. Through the different parts of the business, and 
fund raising, Emmaus can rely entirely on income to 
support the community and provide for future growth. 
People once considered by society as worthless, and a 
drain on resources, are now supporting themselves, and 
through their work helping others who use their 
facilities. Emmaus offers a way out of the loneliness and 
rejection of a life living rough on the streets. 
Companions recover their self-respect, and take on new 
responsibilities. Many companions volunteer with other 
charities or do fundraising activities to help raise money 
for a cause they feel passionate about. 

We can pray for these areas of their work and those 
involved. Their facilities also include a room which can 
be hired for meeting and training needs and they are 
piloting providing professional and affordable catering 
externally and for other users of the building. They are 
also looking for volunteers for driving, IT administration 
assistance, marketing support, facilities management, 
and for a treasurer. In fact there are so many ways in 
which we identify with Emmaus Leeds in the work we 
are about at Oxford Place. Other events being planned 
are a corporate Golf Day, a sponsored bike ride, and the 
usual Christmas events and sale of extra goods like 
Christmas cards and calendars. We are now raising 
money in a number of different ways and have passed 
the £100 mark. Your personal donations, the Lounge Jar, 
the book stall, marmalade, smartie tubes are enjoyed 

and supported well, but we are open for new ideas and 
thoughts. Shortly we are to have a notice and display 
board about Emmaus Leeds and we will be identifying an 
appropriate morning service when members of the 
community can share with us, and when we can think 
about their work and give thanks for this work. 
Homelessness and Poverty Action Sundays are now on 
the new plan and these will lend themselves to 
publicising the work of Emmaus Leeds. Anyone who 
wants to visit the community but does not want to go 
alone, please have a word with me and I can pair you up 
with someone for a few hours trip out. They are open 
Monday to Saturday from 9.30am-5.00pm, see the map 
(in the Autumn issue of Life and Work) try a treasure 
hunt!

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November 

We have the highest percentage of its 
population in prison of any western 
European country – 80,000 people – 
getting on for double the number of 
prisoners there were in 1993. Around 
70% of prisoners go on to re-offend. If 
the purpose of prison is not just to 
punish but also, where possible, to re-
educate and rehabilitate, this is clearly not happening. 

We need a national debate about which offences require 
a custodial sentence and which do not. Few would 
dispute that the public need protection from people 
who have committed violent crimes, but there are many 
in our prisons who have not committed violent crimes 
and for whom other kinds of sentences might be more 
appropriate. 

Many people are in custody because they do not have 
the skills to cope with difficult and messy lives. They 
will re-offend because nothing in their prison experience 
has helped them to cope. We need to find ways of 
changing that. 

December 

I recently heard about a local authority in a religiously 
diverse area, which in 2005 decided to set aside a large 
sum of money annually to promote the public 
celebration of a major festival of one of the city’s great 
religions. It was hoped that this would increase 
understanding among the faiths. To ensure that the 
celebration was authentic officers of the religion 
concerned were consulted and involved. It was, 
apparently, a great success. 

When the council officers asked the councillors which 
faith, and which festival, should be celebrated in 2006, 
a Christian councillor suggested ‘Christianity, and 
Christmas’ and, to his surprise, it was agreed. Local 
clergy therefore found themselves with the unexpected 
task of ensuring that a public celebration of Christmas, 
outside the church buildings, was a true religious 
festival – no holly, robins, Santa Claus, reindeer, mince 
pies! It will doubtless come as a real surprise to many to 
learn what Christians really celebrate at Christmas. 

Since so many of our friends, neighbours and colleagues 
will imagine they know what Christmas is all about. How 
would it be if each of us made the effort to explain it 
properly to just one other person? 

January 

In 1807 the Abolition of the Slave Trade Act ended the 
slave trade in the British colonies. (Slavery was not 
abolished in the Americas until 1888.) Churches 
Together in England is organising and encouraging a 
number of celebratory events and services during 2007 
under the title Set all free. 

However, the problem did not come to an end in the 
19th century. Several million people are in some form of 
servitude. They are the 21st century equivalent of 
slaves. From time to time we hear about an individual 
found in appalling conditions, brought to this country to 

work long hours or  to provide sexual services. The cases 
uncovered are only the tip of the iceberg. Another 
legacy of slavery is racism and, although we have made 
progress with this issue, it is intolerable that black 
people still report encountering racist attitudes in their 
daily lives. 

In our 2007 celebrations we must pledge ourselves to 
confront the modern forms of slavery and take seriously 
the voices of those who tell us what it is like to be a 
black person in our society. We need to be changed by 
what we celebrate. 

For reasons of space the Editor has edited these three 
pastoral letters from the Chair of the Leeds District. 
Any resulting changes of emphasis or meaning are 

entirely his responsibility
