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The Leeds City delegation to Brno in the Czech Republic flew out to Prague 
on Saturday 20th September and returned via Stansted on the following 
Tuesday. The Lord Mayor Leeds, 
Councillor Frank Robinson, was 
accompanied by John Wilson (his 
Sergeant-at-Mace), Stella Darby 
(International Relations), Jenny 
Hill (International Schools 
Coordinator), Wendy Denman 
(Visit Leeds), members of the 
Leeds-based Bassa Bassa Band, 
representatives of the East Street 
Arts, and Adrian and me 
representing the Christian 

churches of Leeds. 

Although part of the delegation, 
Adrian and I followed a slightly different programme. We stayed at the home 
of the Revd Dr Jana Křížnová and her son Michael (instead of the hotel) and 
spent all of Sunday with her and the members of her church. Adrian 
preached at the morning service held, as always, in one of the rooms of a 
small Catholic Church. I made a short presentation about Oxford Place after 
the service.  For both sermon and presentation Jana translated as we went 
along. Later we had more time with members of the church at Jana’s home 
where we had dinner and conversation. In Adrian’s article on page 2 he 
reflects on what we learned and experienced, particularly on the Sunday, 

but also during the rest of our visit. 

One of the first things we had to 
learn was how to pronounce Brno. 
The ‘r’ is ‘rolled’ so it begins with 
‘brrrr…’ followed by ‘no’, but to 
our ears it often sounded like 
‘burno’ which is a little easier for 
the English speaker. By the end of 
our visit we managing děkuji 
(thank you) and prosím (please) 
but nothing more. Fortunately, 
Jana’s English is excellent and 
most of her congregation were 
able to understand and speak 

some English.

2½ Days in Brno 

The church where the Evangelická 
Cirkve Methodistická meets 

The Sunday morning congregation 
with Adrian 
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I am writing this 
article having 
just returned 
from a visit to 
t h e  C z e c h 
Republic where 
Ken Tait and I 
stayed with the 
Revd Dr Jana 
Křížnová. Jana is 
the minister of 
the Evangelická 

Cirkev Methodistická in Brno which is in Moravia to the 
south of the Czech Republic. The Methodist Church in 
the Czech Republic is part of the Central and Southern 
Europe Central Conference of the United Methodist 
Church. The United Methodist Church is that branch of 
Methodism which is organised through the United States 

of America.  

We spent most of the day on the Sunday of our visit with 
members of the congregation of the church in Brno. 
What struck me was that the congregation was small - 
they had only reached fifteen people because some 
people had come specifically to meet Ken and I! What 
also struck me was the age of the members of the 
congregation – apart from one older lady, the 
congregation was made up of young adults and children. 
Most people were between twenty and forty years of 

age and had become Christian within the past ten years. 

The Czech Republic is a country with an old Christian 
history. This is the region from where the Moravians, 
who were so influential upon John Wesley and early 
Methodism, originated. The largest religion is Roman 
Catholicism, but there is a long-established Protestant 
tradition as well. During the Communist era it became 
difficult to be a Christian although in many cases the 
church was sufficiently deeply embedded within the 
culture to survive the challenge. So today, in the post-

communist era, although the country remains officially 
atheist, the church continues to thrive. The predictions 
of the Communists that under their rule the churches 
would fail and become concert halls proved not to be 

the case. 

It was clear, though, in talking to Jana and the members 
of her congregation, that to be a Christian in the 
modern day Czech republic remains difficult and is a 
little bit ‘subversive’. The members of the congregation 
told stories of their families reaction to their having 
become Christian. The general story was of rejection 
and ridicule. They told that they would be regarded as 
weak in spirit and mind for needing a Christian life. It 
became clear that our visit was a great encouragement 

to them. 

What made our visit of great encouragement and 
significance was more than that we were fellow 
Christians visiting them. It mattered that we had come 
as official guests of the City of Brno as members of the 
Leeds City delegation. There was a slight sense of our 
presence being a little bit of a challenge to the secular 
state authorities. During one of the receptions, at which 
I had dressed in my clerical shirt, I was approached by 
an elderly Roman Catholic lady who thanked me with 

great emotion for being there and being so visible. 

It was a significant visit. Our visible presence 
encouraged the Christians in that place – both those we 
were visiting and others who just saw us around. One of 
our last encounters before returning back to Britain was 
a Roman Catholic nun who thanked us for coming, 
blessed us for coming, assured us of her prayers and 

asked that we pray for them. 

So please remember the Christians of all churches in the 

Czech Republic in your prayers. 

Over the horizon 

The Revd Dr Jana Křížnová and The 

Revd Adrian Burdon 

On the Monday morning Jana took us to visit the 
impressive Punkva limestone caves a few miles north of 
Brno before we joined the Lord Mayor and his Sergeant-
at-Mace for a guided walking tour of the old part of 
Brno. In the middle of this short tour we stopped in one 
of the squares to listen to the end of a performance by 
Bassa Bassa which was well received by the crowd that 
had gathered to listen. In the evening we attended a 
musical concert of short vocal and instrumental pieces 
by groups from various Brno schools. There are a number 
of established links between Leeds schools and  Brno 
Schools and we were shown two videos, one of joint 
activities in Leeds and another produced by school in 
Brno about the ‘colonies’ of Brno, clusters of poor 
quality housing for workers in the 19th century. This was 
followed by a buffet where we had time to talk with 
Lydie Zukalová who handled the Brno end of the visit as 

well as other people who lived and worked in Brno. 

There were no organised events on the final sunny 
morning, so Jana took us up to the castle which stands 
on a hill overlooking Brno and on a walk around more of

On Sunday, 14th September during the morning service

The then Superintendent 
Minister, the Revd Richard Davison 
asked Millie to help him by typing 
letters and the like. This she 
continued to do even after Richard 
had retired. With the introduction of 
computer s  she  adapted  her 
typewriting skills to word processing, 
typing not only letters but notices and 
other small documents. Quietly and 

effectively she kept up this useful and appreciated work 

until this year. 

Peter retired from the insurance business in 1996, but 
not wanting to be idle applied for the 
post of administrator at the Oxford 
Place Centre. He was appointed and

Over the following 12 years Peter has

He also organised the letting of our rooms 
for sessional use ensuring in conjunction with our 
caretaker and catering manager that chairs and tables 
were appropriately arranged and that catering was 

provided if required. 

Peter never said ‘No’. He could often be seen walking 
determinedly through the centre to deal with some 
matter or other while answering a call about something 
else on the cordless telephone that he kept with him 

when not in the office. 

As he said in his speech to the congregation after his 
presentation, it was not only the day to day business of 
the Oxford Place Centre that filled his time, but also 
assiting the many people who come in through our doors 
just to ask the way or directions. Some even mistake the 
building for the Town Hall or the Courts. Peter has 
always been prepared to given an answer, step outside 
and show the way, or make a telephone call to find out 
something he didn’t know so that few left without being 
helped. He also got to know a number of people , mainly 
men, who come through our doors quite frequently. 
Many of them have problems with alcohol or drugs, and 
they all have problems with money, and lack many life 

skills. Peter was always friendly and always firm. 

Peter also provided administrative support for the 
church treasurer, acting in many ways as an assistant 
treasurer, keeping computer based records of the 
various monetary transactions, and helping to present 

the accounts for meetings and for the auditors. 

Our prayers and good wishes go with both Millie and 
Peter as they retire from their work an Oxford Place. 
When I said to Peter that not coming into Oxford Place 
would leave a big hole in his life, Ann said, ‘We’ve got a 

big garden.’

We hope this year to focus not only on raising some 
funds for LASSN, but also on raising our own 

awareness of the issues of migration. 

Though we are more familiar with those who reach us 
from eastern Europe or further east, I read each day 
of many people trying to reach Europe or the middle 
east from Africa. They are crammed into small boats 
with no provisions and endure days at sea before 
reaching the Canary Islands, or Malta or nowhere, 
especially when blown off course or if the boat’s 

motor fails as is often the case. 

I recently read of Médecins Sans Frontières working in 
Yemen caring for those fleeing Ethiopia, and Somalia,

a country which has not had a functioning government 

for many years. 

Who is in these numbers?

How many people bravely trying to find 
something new?

Last year we supported the Bethlehem Bible College

‘What is PAFRAS?’ Many of you may have asked this 

when you saw the flyer for the Harvest Festival. 

We are aware that the plight of many of the asylum 
seekers and refugees arriving in Leeds is often very 
difficult.  They have left behind terrible situations but 
what they find here must often fall far short of what 
they might have hoped for.  Help to 
settle into a new society, perhaps learn a 
new language and access services is not 
always easily available.  For some, not 
allowed to work, the situation can be 
desperate, where may the next meal 

come from? 

It was in response to this that  we chose LASSN (Leeds 
Asylum Seekers Network)  as our church charity for 
2008/9 and plans are underway for fund raising and 

support to them. 

However it was to an appeal from PAFRAS (Positive 
Action for Refugees and Asylum Seekers) that we 
responded when deciding who could best make use of 
our harvest gifts.  They are a Leeds group working with 

the most needy refugees and asylum seekers, the 
homeless and destitute.  They aim to reduce the effects 
of destitution and poverty, to improve health and well-
being and to support access to mainstream services and 
integration as well as to raising awareness of this 

situation. 

They run drop-in centres with 
specialised staff available to give help 
and advice.  During 2007 they had 
4465 visits from destitute asylum 
seekers and thanks to donations they 
were able to provide these people 
with hot meals, food parcels, 

toiletries and clothes and bedding.  In 2008 PAFRAS 
made an urgent appeal for donations to maintain their 
work so we felt it appropriate that this year it is to 
them that we give our harvest food, to help provide for 

those in the most extreme need. 

So our harvest goods go to PAFRAS and we ask you to 

look out for future efforts of support for  LASSN.

III.  Sing All.    See that you join with the congregation 

as frequently as you can. Let not a slight degree of 

weakness or weariness hinder you.    If it is a cross to 

you, take it up and you will find it a blessing. 

IV.  Sing lustily and with a good courage.    Beware of 

singing as if you were half dead, or half asleep ; but 

lift up your voice with strength.  Be no more afraid of 

your voice now, nor more ashamed of its being heard, 

than when you sung the songs of Satan. 

V.  Sing modestly.    Do not bawl, so as to be heard 

above or distinct from the rest of the congregation, 

that you may not destroy the harmony;  but strive to 

unite your voices together, so as to make one clear 

melodious sound. 

VI.  Sing in Time.    Whatever time is sung be sure to 

keep with it. Do not run before nor stay behind it;  but 

attend close to the leading voices, and move therewith 

as exactly as you can;  and take care not to sing too 

slow.   This drawling way naturally steals on all who 

are lazy;  and it is high time to drive it out from 

among us, and sing all our tunes just as quick as we 

did at first. 

Methodism – Born in Song 

From time to time there are 
comments about the speed of 
hymns in our services and discussion 
as to when the congregation should 

stand to sing. 

On the second point I would agree with Maria in The Sound of 
Music – ‘Let’s start at the very beginning …’ which is when the 
organ or the piano starts playing. Sometimes the first line is 
played, sometimes the last. Guides and Scouts were taught to 
‘Be prepared’. I can’t believe that 20 seconds of extra 
standing will really cause great distress! Haven’t found the 
number in time?

We should raise a monument to The 

Bicycle!  

I came across that sentiment this 
summer, not as a verdict upon the 
success of ‘Team GB’ in the Olympic 
Cycle events, but in the final room of a 
museum dedicated to the French 
Resistance movement in the 1939-45 War. In celebrating 
the courage and heroism of ordinary citizens during that 
period of history, and acknowledging the deep divisions 
in loyalty that existed in the communities most 
affected, the conclusion was that the work of the 
resistance movement would have been impossible 
without the humble and readily available bicycle. It was 
the bicycle that made quick and unobtrusive 
communication possible between towns and villages in 

the French countryside. 

Some theologians encourage us to see ‘church’ as a 
‘community of resistance’. Just as the French resistance 
movement drew its strength from a shared sense of 
identity, anger at the actions of the aggressor, and a 
refusal to acquiesce in the enemy occupation, so as 
‘church’ we are called to draw upon our reserves of a 
shared faith, anger at injustice, and a common sense of

purpose, in being a counter-cultural sign in the world.
