Hygiene Routines

It is Policy of the Pre-School that the environment of the Pre-School should be warm, safe and secure for Children, Parents and Staff. The following Hygiene procedures form part of the implementation of that policy.

The areas of the premises used by the Pre-School are checked for cleanliness and safety each morning before the start of the session. Specifically but not exclusively this covers the Kitchen, the Toilets and the three halls used.

All staff are responsible for ensuring that non cleanliness occurrences are resolved as soon as is practicable. Should this distract from direct supervision of the Children then the ‘floater’ will undertake the necessary cleaning.

At the end of the first ‘session’ and whilst the children are being read a story all equipment used will be cleared and the tables are wiped with anti-bacterial wipes. 

At the end of the session the ‘Floater’ is responsible for ensuring all areas are cleaned and checked.

Children are supplied with disposable kitchen towel for drying their hands after using the toilet.

Disposable gloves are provided for staff to use when handling soiled and wet clothes and clearing up bodily wastes.

Staff respect cultural and religious practice with regard to personal hygiene.

Spare sets of clothes are available if required.

A schedule is set-up to clean toys, furnishings, dressing up clothes and other equipment.

Information on health and hygiene issues from the Department of Health etc are made available to all staff.
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
